Texcr: Methods walls of constructing for building

A very important part of any structure is a wall. Walls may be constructed in different
forms. The walls include windows and doors, heads and sills, stanchion casings and inner
lining panels. The doors and windows provide for controlled passage of environmental
factors and people through the wall line. The aluminium heads, sills and windows are
fixed from inside the building. After this, the 900 mm and 1.800 mm wide exterior doors
are installed. These doors are aluminum framed and pre-glazed or hardwood framed and
glazing is done on site. All walls are also designed to provide resistance to passage of fire
for some defined period of time, such as a one-hour wall. The function of resisting fire
fulfills stanchions. The stanchions are enclosed in casings. That's why any engineer must
know all methods of constructing walls for buildings. Of cause walls are made of various
materials to serve several functions. The walls are divided into interior and exterior walls.
The exterior walls protect the building interior from external environmental effects such
as heat and cold, sunlight, ultraviolet radiation, rain, sound, while containing desirable
interior environmental conditions. The exterior walls are made up of brick cladding, wall
planks. The wall planks are designed to be weatherproof and to support the outer
cladding. The wall planks and floor units are fixed only while the steel frame is being
erected. The concrete floor units are capable of carrying a load of up to 5 kN/sq m.
Finally, the internal sills and lining panels are installed. The lining panels are capable of
being removed to give access to the services.

Ycrnas tema: The Grozny State Oil Technical University
The Grozny State Oil Technical University was founded in 1920 It's one of the oldest and
leading educations institutions in Russia Federation. Before the war Grozny High
Institute awarded by the Order of the Labour Red Banner of oil industry, named in the
honour of academician M.D.Millionshikov.

There were 9 faculties at the Oil Institute: the faculty of geological research, the faculty of
oil trade, the faculty of oil-mechanics, the faculty of electrification and automation of the
industrial processes, the building faculty. It had evening correspondence and preparatory
departments.

During the war actions in Chechen Republic the main buildings of Oil Institute with
all scientific research laboratories were destroyed.
Nowadays the Grozny State Oil Institute is restoring. There are five faculties at our Institute:
the faculty of geological trade, the faculty of oil-mechanics, the faculty of automation and



applied informatics and the building faculty. It has correspondence and preparatory
departments and post-graduate course.

There are four thousand students on the day course and three thousand at the
correspondence course. The academic year is divided into two terms: from September to
January and from February to July. The students take examinations and tests at the end of
each term. They attend lectures and practical hours and go through practical training at
plants and other industrial enterprises and they get practical knowledge and experience
necessary for their diploma papers.

The teaching stuff contains more than 500 skilled tutors candidates and doctors of science,
assistants and professors.

A lot of students belong to student’s scientific groups. They take part in the
research projects which their departments conduct.
Postgraduates carry out research in different fields of science and engineering.

Oil
Oil has been used for lighting purposes for many thousand years. In areas where
oil is found in shallow reservoirs, seeps of crude oil or gas may naturally
develop, and some oil could simply be collected from seepage or tar ponds.
Historically, we know of tales of eternal fires where oil and gas seeps would
ignite and burn. One example 1000 B.C. is the site where the famous oracle of
Delphi would be built, and 500 B.C. Chinese were using natural gas to boil
water. But it was not until 1859 that "Colonel" Edwin Drake drilled the first
successful oil well, for the sole purpose of finding oil. The Drake Well was
located in the middle of quiet farm country in north-western Pennsylvania, and
began the international search for and industrial use of petroleum. These wells
were shallow by modern standards, often less than 50 meters, but could give
quite large production. For example, the Phillips well was flowing initially at
4000 barrels per day in October 1861, and the Woodford well came in at 1500
barrels per day in July, 1862. The oil was collected in the wooden tank. At this
time, barrel size was not yet standardized, which made terms like "Oil is selling
at $5 per barrel" very confusing (today a barrel is 159 liters). But even in those
days, overproduction was an issue to be avoided. When the "Empire well" was
completed in September 1861, it gave 3,000 barrels per day, flooding the market,
and the price of oil plummeted to 10 cents a barrel. Soon, oil had replaced most
other fuels for mobile use. The automobile industry developed at the end of the
19th century, and quickly adopted the fuel.

We have mentioned about some methods of constructing walls for buildings. All walls
are made of different materials. For example, walls are made of brick. The brick walls
are laid up with a space between separate vertical parallel walls and connected with
occasional cross bricks or metal ties. This method provides «cavity wallsy.
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In areas of possible earthquake damage the «cavity» in brick work and the open cells in
concrete units is reinforced with standard reinforcing rods and fully grouted with a
soupy mixture of concrete. Normal spacing for vertical reinforcement is #4 at 24" with



#4 at 48" horizontal fully, encased in grout up to 10" high. Reinforcement requirements
should be shown on the drawings for other situations.

But it is a special part of building called masonry. Masonry is installed with cement
mortar at bed and end joints, usually 3/8" or 1/2" thick. The masonry includes a stone
or brick work and concrete units. The concrete units are laid in a similar manner, but
obviously there is no open space between inner and outer shells. Each unit has an open
core. The concrete units are used primarily as foundations, exterior or fire-separation
walls. The brick and concrete units are manufactured in standard sizes. Though, a stone
may be any size, thickness, quality or color.

3.Ycruas rema The British Education System

All state schools in Britain are free, and schools provide their pupils with books
and equipment for their studies.

Nine million children attend 35.000 schools in Britain. Education is compulsory from 5
till 16 years. Parents can choose to send their children to a nursery school or a preschool
playgroup to prepare them for the start of compulsory education. Children start primary
school at 5 and continue until they are 11. Most children are taught together, boys and
girls in the same class. At 11 most pupils go to secondary schools called comprehensives
which accept a wide range of children from all backgrounds and religious and ethnic
groups. Ninety per cent of secondary schools in England,' Scotland and Wales are co-
educational.

At 16 pupils take a national exam called "G.C.S.E. (General Certificate of
Secondary Education) and then the can leave school if they wish. This is the end of
compulsory education.

Some 16-year-olds continue their studies in the sixth for at school or at a sixth form
college. The sixth form prepares pupils for a national exam called "A" level (advanced
level) 18. You need "A" level to enter a university. Other 16-ye olds choose to go to a
